“Vincent.” Per the 1930 Census, their parents were named J Otto Thure and Anna E. Thure. They were from
Finland. Little John must have made it, because there is no record of him dying soon after.

Nearly drowned with his brother, Carl, on 16 Mar 1936.

Captain Tibbets' death was mentioned in the diary. He didn't live locally, and seems to be a friend or relative. He
lived in Alameda with his wife and sons per the 1930 Census. Listed as a Master Mariner, died in Seattle on 12
Sept 1934, due to a chicken bone stuck in his throat.

Died on 24 Oct 1935. Birth year about 1839, per the California Death Index, 1905-1939. The 1920 and 1930
census records show her as younger. She was born in Ireland.

Probably Vera Tostevin, married to Clarence. They had a "retail grocery store™ per the 1930 and 1940 census
records. He is listed as a merchant, and she as a clerk, or partners.

Went with them to get peaches from Weott on 18 Aug 1935, also on 25 Aug 1935, when they took him to the
Depot to see him off. He returned on 13 Nov 1935.

One of Mary's co-workers? Mary got off work early and brought her to visit on 30 Mar 1934.

Probably married to Sadie.

Died 6 Jul 1935.

Sent letter telling of Mrs. Walden's death. 29 Dec 1933.

Edna received a letter from her on 3 March 1933.

Arrived at his place in Berkeley on 19 Jun 1933.

Apparently a relative or friend of Mrs. Frost, who received a picture of Sadie's baby on 17 Jan 1935. Probably
married to Milton.

Drowned at Big Lagoon on 15 Aug 1935 with Marie Evans.

Probably Albert's brother. At least he seems to be connected with Clara and Homer. He lived in Berkeley or
somewhere near there.

Burl Utley, died 22 Jul 1933 per the California Death Index, 1950-1939. He was 19 years old. His must have been
the body that Frank and his father were looking for at Stone Lagoon on 23 Jul 1933.

(1854-1907), daughter of Harry Babbitt and Louisa Chase. Married in San Francisco on 11 March 1871. All
information per https://www.findagrave.com/memorial/84383479.

Or is Andrew Williams possibly the name of a local
store? Did not find genealogical info.

Was dead for 4 years on 12 Apr 1933.
